It was four years ago on January 11, 2008 that Sir Edmund Hillary died. Sir Edmund was admired as
a World Famous Mountaineer, Explorer, Diplomat, Humanitarian and Environmentalist, yet to many
of us who knew him well; it was his friendship and dedication to the Sherpa people of the Solu
Khumbu region of Nepal, that we admired most.
